Peter Assmann (Mag. phil. Dr.phil), born in 1963 in Zams/Tyrol, studied Art History, History, and German Studies at
the University of Innsbruck, but worked on research projects in Italy and France from 1987 to 1991.

From 1992 to 2000, he was the Director of the Upper Austrian State Gallery, from 2000 to 2013, Director of the
Upper Austrian State Museums, and from 2009 to 2014, a board member of the Network of European Museum
Organisations. From 2002 to 2012, he was President of the Museums Association of Austria. From 2015 to 2019,
he was the Director of the museum complex Palazzo Ducale in Mantua, and from 2019 to 2022, Director of the
Tyrolean State Museums.

A wasp and a butterfly have been named after Assmann, and he is an honorary citizen of the Italian cities of Casale
Monferrato and Curtatone, as well as an honorary member of the Accademia delle Arti del Disegno in Florence.
For his 60th birthday, a publication was dedicated to him: Apollo e le muse. Studi in onore di Peter Assmann,
edited by Paolo Bertelli, Treviso: Zel Edizione, 2024 (286 pages).

She graduated from the National Art High School,Tzanko Lavrenov’in Plovdiv, Bulgaria, and holds a Master’s degree
in Art from the University of Art and Design in Linz.

Her work has been presented at exhibitions and festivals, including the Biennial of Illustration Bulgaria, Sofia Art
Fair, KUVA Art Symposium, Kunstfestival Bad Ischl, Next Comic Festival Linz and more. In 2023, she was awarded
the Romulus Candea Prize, and her work has also been supported by a state grant for illustration.

In her artistic practice, she explores nature and her immediate environment. Often consisting of collections
of small fragments of nature, such as plant remains, seed capsules, glass and other collected items, her work
explores questions of what we see, what we overlook, what we notice, and what this reveals about us. Pacheva’s
paintings, cyanotypes, and site-specific installations create slow, contemplative images that invite viewers to
linger and reflect on how perception can be redefined.
